          August 8, 2011
Chair Dick Dewhurst called the meeting to order at 5:30PM. Present were Curt Scherer, Rex Schultz, Pat Effertz and Dave Tworek. Others present were Jeff Homuth (Town Chairman), Deb and Kurt Proctor, Dick Skogman, and Eric Wellauer, (Park Committee)

Pat moved to approve the agenda.  Rex seconded. Motion carried.

Curt moved to approve the minutes.  Dave seconded. Motion carried.

Public comments and questions: None

PARK COMMITTEE:

Review Shelter Design and Cost Estimates
Kurt wants to include a site plan with shelter design and show layout.

There is presently a large hole from extended gravel removal which needs to be filled.  Boulders of many sizes are there. He suggests that big equipment will be required to remove/relocate these and reclaim site.  (Many possible uses for these boulders were discussed at this point.) Kurt suggested getting cost estimates for this.  Park Committee, Jeff, and Don Hamlin (Road Supervisor) had just met and discussed this .Don will be requested to get 3 estimates. Kurt asks for a schedule before going forward.  Jeff indicated that the newly created drive/road into future shelter area will again involve Town and Don will get costs. Kurt, Jeff and Don are to communicate on this and not wait for September meetings. Re:  shelter estimates and bids for construction. Dick moved that Kurt be allowed to prepare and submit for publication in the ‘Record’ by August 22 the specs for shelter construction.  Drawings would be available.  Bids would need to be submitted by September 12 at 5:30 so the Plan Commission could open and review them. 

 A recommendation could then be made to the Town Board for their Sept. 13th meeting. Rex seconded this motion. Motion carried.  Power should be extended to reclaimed site prior to construction.  It will enable bids to include costs for yard light and potential future building light as well as electricity needs for construction. 

Deb then discussed updates with PC members as applies to the Rec Forest. Suggested was a brief monthly ‘what’s happening’ on the website.  Also possibly posting info at the parking lot to keep potential users informed about current activity in the area. 

Bicycle Trail Plan-None

Forest Maintenance update-Kurt said things were on budget and look good.

Linden Landing/Geist Road parking update-Nothing really new.

Forest Management Plan/Town Resolution- Town Board approved at July meeting

Additional interest item shared by Kurt with committee was possibility of Town utilizing the Town Forest to host winter events such as Biathlon competition or exhibition.

A motion was made by Curt and seconded by Rex for Kurt to explore this idea.

Motion carried.
Proper zoning for Welding shops/Caleb Nelson- some discussion Re zoning change to   commercial with conditional use permit. Industrial zone district is not acceptable to the Town. Concerns due to welding happening in several locations not just this one.  Was discussed at County ZAC meeting.  Exert from ZAC minutes below:

 Recommendation for welding shop

Olson reported that he had e-mailed several surrounding counties asking what zone district their county required for welding shops. Only two returned e-mails. One from Douglas Co. who requires the property to be zoned Industrial or by CUP as a home occupation that would include a one man welding shop.  Lincoln Co. was the other which they allow welding shops in the general business district or by CUP as a home occupation depending upon the scale of the operation. Discussion was held on the possibility of rezoning the property, who’s to apply, who should pay the fee and what to rezone the property to. It was determined that the committee do nothing with this issue and let the Town of Hayward take care of it. 

Interpretation of last sentence: Town needs to issue a formal request to the County for a rezone or CUP.

New Shore Land Ordinance- hearing update
Dick attended the hearing. Proposed new ordinance was printed in ‘Record’ and can be accessed on County web site. Still a work in progress. Next hearing is scheduled for the Sept 16th Zoning Mtg and on Sept 17th at a Lakes Forum meeting. Both should be posted in newspaper. Revised ordinance now on County web site
Variances granted- James Kettwig- (current non conforming lots) 2variances –options purchase from neighbor and/or mitigation

Upcoming conditional use- Wesley A. Ramer- no objections voiced.  Passed by County Zoning with some restrictions
Housekeeping- Dick made a motion to make changes to Comp Plan as per his addendum sent to PC members with the August agenda. Dave seconded this motion. It will need to be posted and added to the September Town Board meeting for approval in October.
