TOWN OF HAYWARD

BOARD MEETING

FEBRUARY 8, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Homuth.  Those also present were Supervisors Tiffany and Gedart and Clerk O’Hare (Treasurer Jalowitz was absent due to illness.

Agenda - Tiffany approved of the agenda as posted.  Gedart seconded. Motion carried.
Minutes - Gedart motioned to approve the minutes from December 14, 2010 & January 11th, 2011 with a few spelling corrections in the Planning Commission section.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  
Public comment – None.
Zoning – Peoples Bank of Wisconsin c/o David Reardon.  Part of the NW ¼ SW ¼, S23, T41N, R 9W; Parcel 10.1.  Doc#362640.  Approximately 1.16 acres.  Change from district Residential One to district Commercial One.  Purpose of request is for the location/operation of boat and vehicle storage in an existing building by the purchaser.  Letters of opinion received - 5 letters with no objections and 4 letters with objections.  Tiffany motioned change of District: Residential One to District: Commercial One.  Purpose of request:  The location/operation of a boat and vehicle storage limited to “Warehousing” within an existing building, by the purchaser. It would not be damaging to the rights of others or property values.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Supervisor. Report handed in to the Board.  Gravel bids:

Tiffany motioned to approve Petrie Crushing, Inc.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  Hamblin should keep in mind prices for the budget on the wheel loader replacements.  There was a reminder for Homuth to send a courtesy notification to the McCoy’s about the Linden boat landing.
Waste Management Compactor Proposal – Don Hamblin stated that our contract ends on May 11 and would like to get this set up before then.  Gedart motioned to approve signing the contract proposal with the rates outlined in the agreement.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
Resolution to authorize Road Crew Supervisor, Don Hamblin an official or employee of the responsible unit to act on its behalf to submit an application to the Department of Natural Resources for financial assistance under s. 287.23, Wis. Stats., Chapter NR 542, 544, and 549, Wis. Admin. Code; Sign necessary documents; and submit a final report.  Gedart motioned to approve this resolution.  Tiffany seconded. Motion carried.
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief.  Shamro stated to make sure the elections for the officers get on next months agenda.  Gedart motioned to approve the Sawyer County Mutual Aid Agreement.  Gedart motioned to approve.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC Chairman.  Rezone moved to first item as there was a large crowd -Dave Reardon, Jason Olson and Tom Duffy Jr. representing Peoples Bank, Carl Schweikert, a realtor involved, Jim Kerkow representing buyers.  Dan Marks and the Thiry family neighbors against the rezone - all spoke. Concerns of Neighbors---Volume of Traffic, trucks on the residential road, no outside storage, Noise, lighting, number of possible employees, hours of operation if retail allowed.  Request from bank to allow the rezone with conditions such as no outside storage, limited employees, possible “light manufacturing”.   The following was given to the Town board at the Feb 8th meeting:  It should be noted that neither the Bank nor neighbors were represented at the January meeting. Since the last meeting 4 additional letters were received from neighbors, all in opposition to the rezone. Three of those neighbors, a representative of the prospective buyer and representatives of Peoples Bank, including their attorney, were all present at the February 7th meeting.  Both sides presented their views in a lengthy discussion. In summary, the neighbors remained opposed to any rezone primarily due to increased traffic concerns. The Bank & prospective purchaser are receptive to restrictions but want more freedom for uses other than just boat storage as proposed by the Planning Commission last month. The Bank was asked to come to the Town meeting with suggested language for restrictions.  In lieu of more definitive language, the Planning Commission recommends the following: Motion by Dick, second by Andy, and unanimously approved.  Any rezone to Commercial is made with the following conditions. Said conditions are required because of concerns of traffic volume, hours of operation, noise of operation and number of employees associated with any other commercial use. : “For inside boat, vehicle or snowmobile storage and maintenance only. Any other use including outside storage or parking is not allowed.  Any other commercial use will require approval of the Town Board and County Zoning.”  Persons from both sides were at the Town Board meeting. Tom Duffy requested commercial use be restricted to the following: (1)Business and professional offices and studios, (2)Public and semi-public buildings and institutions, (3) Mini-warehouse storage, (4) Living quarters on same premises of the business, provided that occupancy is restricted to the property owner, or business operator , and his immediate family. The neighbors were opposed to any businesses. The Town Board approved a rezone with the same restrictions recommended by the Planning commission but added the word “warehousing”. The document forwarded to the County was unclear and the Zoning Committee tabled for clarifications from the Town.  Design Review - Dave Berard  discussed at length the pros and cons of Design Review, discussion followed that we need to continue to research. Dave brought samples of Design Review Ordinances and other documents in answer to questions forwarded to him and volunteered to return if needed.  A copy of Dave’s cover letter with URL’s sent to Commission members. Park Committee - Deb and Curt discussed the Town Park…Questions from Pat on Dogs running free…garbage pick up, youths gathering there…It was suggested that Justin start to check /patrol more often. Deb requested comments on the draft of the Forest Long Range Plan. 

Police Deptmant – Justin Hall, Police Chief (absent, but handed in report).
Old Business
Application for Road Name – Eagle Claw Drive (Darren R. Moeller).  Tiffany motioned to approve the road name Sandford Lane.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried. 
New Business
Application for Road Name – Gary Nathan.  Gedart motioned to approve the road name Trail Crest Drive.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  

DOT in the Town of Hayward Hall – the Board decided they weren’t going to do anything with this until they hear back from the DOT on rental use.
Approval of the vouchers – Gedart motioned to approve the vouchers.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  
Budget review - No budget review was done due to the conversion of software at this time.
Adjournment -  Homuth motioned to adjourn at 8:50 PM.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
