Monthly Board Meeting

JANUARY 11, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman Homuth.  Present were Supervisors Tiffany and Gedart, and Treasurer Jalowitz (Clerk O’Hare was absent due to illness).     

Gedart motioned to approve January agenda as posted. Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.

The Board tabled approving the December minutes; due to the fact the clerk didn’t get a chance to finish them due to illness.
Public Comment – none.
Zoning – Peoples Bank of Wisconsin c/o David Reardon.  Part of the NW ¼ SW ¼, S23, T41N, R 9W; Parcel 10.1.  Doc#362640.  Approximately 1.16 acres.  Change from district Residential One to district Commercial One.  Purpose of request is for the location/operation of boat and vehicle storage in an existing building, by the purchaser.  No one present from Peoples Bank or any interested parties to ask information.  Gedart motioned to table until the February meeting.  He would like more information and no one is present to answer any questions.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  For the Planning Commission’s suggestions, please see that section.  
Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Supervisor (absent for training in Wausau).  Report handed into Board.  Gravel bids tabled until February agenda.  Tiffany authorized Homuth to sign the contract with Liberty Tire at $1.75 per tire.
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief (absent for a training meeting).  Report was handed into Board.  Tiffany motioned to approve the Agreement for use of City water by Town of Hayward Emergency Services.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC Chairman (The Planning Commission minutes were prepared by Rachel Thompson from their monthly Monday PC meeting).  Park Committee:  Rename – Curt makes a motion to recommend to the town board that we are renaming the Park Committee to “Park & Recreational Committee”.  Seconded by Tom.  Motion carried.  Linden Landing – Jeff checked the prazer program to make sure that there is a 66 ft ROW on Geist Road.  Town Board thought it would be a good idea to clear the right of way along Geist road for 100-150’ from Linden Rd.  Jeff will notify the adjacent property owner/s of the Town’s intent.  Town Forest Long Range Plan/Name – Kurt and Deb worked on a rough draft for the Revised Recreational Forest Plan. We discussed this only a short time but we will discuss thoroughly at the next meeting.  Grooming – Kurt has groomed the trails twice and has gotten a lot of great feedback from skiers, hikers/walkers.  We have not received any complaints at this time and would like to see it groomed for the remainder of the winter season. Kurt would like some compensation for his time, mileage and fuel since he is using his own equipment. He will figure out what other people charge for grooming and will come up with a bill to summit to the Town and will finish grooming for the rest of the season which will determine what we do for next year. The Town Board has approved grooming every two weeks on a trial basis for the remainder of this year.  Peoples Bank Rezone:  Peoples Bank is requesting a rezone of the property located at 10671N ROYNONA RD from RR1 to commercial. The interested buyer of this property would like to use the storage building for inside boat and vehicle storage and maintenance. The access road goes through a residential area and two residents, via letters, expressed traffic concerns.  Storage and maintenance of boats or vehicles was considered to be a good use for the building as long as it was restricted to inside the building, outside storage would not be acceptable.  Concerns were expressed by the Commission that if rezoned to commercial, unless with restrictions, other uses would be possible which might not be compatible with the area.  Dick made a motion to recommend to the town board that the best option would be a conditional use permit restricting use to “inside” boat & vehicle storage and maintenance. The less favorable option is a rezone to commercial but with the same restrictions.  Seconded by Curt.  Motion carried.  No one representing the Bank was present at the Town Board meeting and the Board tabled for lack of information.  County Zoning Committee also tabled waiting for Town’s input.  Will be on Feb 7th Planning Comm. meeting as some neighbors showed up at the Zoning meeting and are in opposition to the rezone.  Design Review:  Dick will email Dave T. with the revised list of questions for Dave Berard regarding the procedures necessary to start the design review process.  Kurt emailed us a design review process of Walnut Creek, CA and it has answers and ideas to some of our questions. We need to take the time to read this review so we have a better understanding at next month’s meeting with Dave B.  List of questions has been forwarded to both Dave T. and Dave B.  Updates:  Border Agreement – none.  Trails– The suggested “signing” of Chippewa Trail as part of the County’s Bike Trail from Dave’s Outboard to Bender Rd was discussed. Dick will tell the Town Board that everyone was concerned about safety issues due to traffic speed and terrain.  Halfway House – none.  Special Use Permits – County passed for forestry but agriculture was questioned for use of farm land so it needs to be further researched.  Revised County Private Sewage Ordinance – Town has no objections.  
Police Department – Justin Hall, Police Chief.  Report handed into Board.  
OLD BUSINESS
Anderson, Hager & Moe – Tiffany motion to hire Anderson, Hager and Moe for the 2010 audit.  Gedart Motioned to sign the contract for QuickBooks set up.  QuickBooks fee is based on time spent $75.00/hour.  Both contract were presented and signed.
Proposed Sawyer County Private Sewage System Ordinance – No objections.
NEW BUSINESS
Application for Road Name – Darren R. Moeller.  Homuth motioned to deny all the names presented.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
DOT in Town of Hayward Hall – The DOT is looking for a possible place to move on Thursday’s only.  Homuth motioned to explore the rental of the town hall to the DOT.  Tabled to put on February’s agenda.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  
Approve Vouchers – Tiffany motioned to approve the vouchers.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Budget review – Gedart motioned to let Homuth and O’Hare adjust the 2010 budget figures needed for the end of the year.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
Homuth motioned to adjourn approximately 8:15 PM.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
