Monthly Board Meeting

July 12, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman Homuth.  Present were Supervisors Tiffany and Gedart, Clerk O’Hare and Treasurer Jalowitz.     

Gedart moved to approve the agenda as posted.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried. 
Tiffany motioned to approve the minutes as presented.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment – No one present.
Zoning -
Conditional Use Application – Sawyer County c/o Gary Gedart, Sawyer County Highway Department.  The NW ¼ SW ¼, S30, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel 10.0 aka Chippewa Trail Pit.  Volume 476 Records page 205.  41-67 total acres.  Property is zoned Forestry One.  Permit is desired for a three (3) year renewal of conditional use permit #89-001 for the location/operation of a non-metallic mineral extraction, including a rock crusher and asphalt plant, which was approved at public hearing on July 15, 1989 and renewed most recently on July 18, 2008.  Gedart abstained from voting.  Tiffany motioned to approve.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.



Variance Application – James Kettwig etux and Laurie Anderson Trust. Parcel #1) part of Gov’t lot 1, S36, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel :1.8. Parcel #2) part of Gov’t lot 1, S 36, T 41N, R 8W; Residential/Recreational One.  Application is for the creation of a new lot line from two existing non-conforming lots based on lot depth.  Owners of parcel :1.8 are requesting to purchase 20’ from owners of parcel :1.9 making :1.9 more non-conforming.  Variance is requested as Section 4.251, Sawyer County Zoning Ordinance, would require the prior granting of a variance for the creation of any lot(s) that does not meet the most restrictive minimum lot area, lot width, and or lot depth.  We received 5 letters with no objections.  Tiffany motioned to approve.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  It would no be damaging to the rights of others or property values.


Variance Application – James Kettwig etux. Part of Gov’t lot 1, S36, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel :1.8. Doc#289996.  0.43 acres.  Property is zoned Residential/Recreational one.  Application is for the construction of a 6’ x 8’ addition onto an existing non-conforming structure with an attached deck that is located 29’ to the ordinary high water mark of Round Lake.  The proposed addition would also be increasing the non-conformity to the side lot line setback.  The current dwelling is located 4.53’ to the side lot line.  (Applicant conforming adjacent lot).  Variance is requesting as Section 4.421(2)(a), Sawyer County Zoning Ordinance, would require the prior granting of a variance for any expansion of a dwelling located closer than 40’ to the ordinary high water mark of the lake.  And Section 4.417(1), and Section 18.0, Dimensional Requirements states that a primary dwelling shall be located no closer than 10’ on one side lot line and at least 30’ from the other side lot line.  We received 5 letters with no objections.  Tiffany motioned to approve.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  It would no be damaging to the rights of others or property values.

Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Supervisor handed in a report to the Board.  Duffy Road Reconstruction – Present to talk about the Road were the Hamblin’s, Halberg, Treeland, and Peterson who express their concern about the trees, speeding, more traffic, driveways, and they would prefer black dirt instead of gravel if they did do the project.  The homeowners preferred the project not happen, but Homuth express his concern for this road in the future and how much more it would cost then.  Homuth stated his understanding and they would do their best to make sure their concerns were taking into consideration when this work is being done.  Homuth approved the white street signs with the black lettering.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  Fluorescent lighting for the Town Hall was approved by Tiffany.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief handed in a report to the Board.  Shamro was absent, but did leave a report and the Brush truck bid recommendation for the board to look over.  Gedart motioned to approve the Brush truck bid recommendation for $112,450.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.   
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC Chairman (minutes prepared by PC committee member).  No meeting was held this month.  Dewhurst mentioned that the Linden at the boat landing needs mowing or any other suggestions to help out with that area.  Town of Hayward Recreational Forest Revised Management Plan – May 2011, Resolution 10-14-2008 was approved by Gedart.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried. 
Police Department – Justin Hall, Police Chief handed in a report to the Board.  Absent due to the fact his was injured, but handed in a report to the Board.
