TOWN OF HAYWARD

BOARD MEETING

MARCH 8, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by Chairman Homuth.  Those also present were Supervisor Gedart (Supervisor Tiffany absent), Clerk O’Hare and Treasurer Jalowitz.  
Agenda - Gedart approved of the agenda as posted.  Homuth seconded. Motion carried.
Minutes - Gedart motioned to approve the minutes from the February 8, 2011 meeting.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  
Public comment – None.
Zoning – Peoples Bank of Wisconsin c/o David Reardon.  Part of the NW ¼ SW ¼, S23, T41N, R 9W; Parcel 10.1.  Doc#362640.  Approximately 1.16 acres.  Change from district Residential One to district Commercial One.  Purpose of request is for the location/operation of boat and vehicle storage in an existing building, by the purchaser.  Homuth motioned to approve.  It would not be damaging to the rights of others or property values.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Robin Hanson et ux.  Part of Gov’t lot 3, S25, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel :3.4. 0.60 acres.  Property is zoned Residential/Recreational One.  Application is for the construction of an 18’ x 30’ (with eaves) garage addition, onto an existing non-conforming structure that is located 44’ from the ordinary high water mark of Round Lake and 51’ from the centerline of Moreland Road (a Town Road).  The proposed addition will be located 36’ from the centerline of the road.  The total square footage of the existing structure is approximately 1844 sq ft and with addition would be approximately 2292 sq ft.  Variance is requested as Section 4.21, Sawyer County Zoning Ordinance, would require that the addition be located at least 63’ from the centerline of the road and section 4.421(2)(b)(4), requires that the total footprint of the existing structure and proposed addition not exceed 1500 square feet.  The tape was not working in the recorder to play bank Tiffany’s motion from the month before.  Homuth called Tiffany during the meeting for him to relay what his exact motion was.  Tiffany’s motion was as follows:  Change to Commercial One with the restrictions of boat and vehicle storage inside and warehousing.  It would not be damaging to the rights of others or property values.  Homuth added to the motion that this would be binding to all future owners.  Gedart seconded Homuth’s addition to Tiffany’s motion.  Motion carried.  
Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Supervisor. Report handed in to the Board.  Waste Management’s Compactor should arrive in the next couple of weeks and they are looking to other options to reduce the recycling costs.  Hamblin wanted to know if we need an ordinance to regulate the mailboxes to one side of the street and a height of 42 inches and also inform the Board that the 1 ton needs a new injection pump in it.  Misc. bids – Homuth opened the bids for the miscellaneous items.  Gedart awarded them the highest bidders.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  Homuth stated O’Hare and Hamblin will contact the winners.  Weight limits on Town Roads – Hamblin inquired as to when the Board approved of the weight bans to go on.  Gedart stated that the Highway Department was putting theirs on March 15. The Town agreed to do the same.  The Board recommended that Hamblin use 10% for the emergency permits if any propane tanks are low. Tree Removal - the Board informed Hamblin that when removing any trees they should inform the residents every time.  Recycling/clean sweep – Hamblin wanted to know if they could switch to Toy’s Recycling and end the contract with Curt Poppe.  Hamblin stated that Poppe wasn’t keeping up on his end of the contract.  He hasn’t been doing many pick-ups.  Homuth motioned to terminate Curt Poppe for not performing per the agreed contract, keeping it clean at the landfill and picking up the items in a timely fashion.  Homuth also motioned to go with Toy’s.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief (absent from meeting).  Report was submitted to the Board.  Training – Monthly training was radio communication and driver training.  Craig Bulow completed Fire Fighter II, Haz-Mat for First Responders and Operations Level.  Ian McCord has completed Entry Level Fire Fighter training.  Other – The January election of Chief Officers requires approval from the Town Board.  Bob Shamro was reelected as Chief and Tony Lawrence was elected as 2nd Assistant Chief.  Gedart motioned to approve the fire department officers.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  Paul Herrmann was voted in as a new member.  This brings the membership to 28.  Bid for the new brush truck has not been submitted as yet.  The apparatus committee has not finalized the options.  They conducted a fundraising truck wash for the LCO Snow Cross Races.  Initial estimates indicate a profit of approximately $1200.
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC (minutes prepared by the Planning Commission).   Peoples Bank Rezone: Dick reread minutes from Jan. and Feb.  PC meetings and the recommendation PC sent to Town Board for Feb. meeting. {Dan Marks (neighboring property owner) arrived during this time.}  After brief discussion it was determined that PC members did not desire to change original recommendation.  Dick will relay this to Town board at meeting 3/8/11.  The Town Board approved rezone with following restrictions: “Change to Commercial with the restrictions of boat and vehicle storage inside and warehousing.   Binding to all future owners.”  A motion to approve failed at the County Zoning Committee meeting.  However, it will go to the April County Board meeting for action. Because the Committee only “failed to  approve” and did not make a motion to deny, it could be approved, denied or sent back to Zoning for recommendations.  Park and Recreation Committee - a) Town Forest-A few changes have been made to the proposed plan. Dick offered suggestions on wording. Maps are not yet complete.  b) Geist Road- Jesse S. has been out surveying again. It's been found that the currently used Geist Rd. is not in the correct location.  Follow up needs to be done by Town Board with property owner involved to resolve road and parking issues.  Revision to Town's Subdivision Ordinance- Prompted by an issue which arose at Feb. Town Board meeting – the Town Board was asked to approve a road name in a subdivision it didn’t know existed.  Due to the way it was presented to the County, Zoning approved a CSM without Town approval. Dick reviewed State, County and Town current definitions and ordinances.  The suggested amendment makes Town approval necessary for any land division. After brief discussion Curt made a motion to recommend the adoption of an amendment to Section I. This adds part B Definition and will become amendment 2 to the Town Ordinance # 1-02.   B. Definition: Applies to land completely or partially in the Town of Hayward. “Subdivision” - A division, regardless of reason, of a lot, parcel, or tract of land into 2 or more lots, parcels, or tracts." Tom seconded motion and it carried unanimously.  Dick will present this amendment to the Board at Town Board meeting 3/08/11.  The Town Board approved for publication and will put on the April agenda for action.  Design Review- Tabled until Dave T. can be present for further input on a course of action for Plan Commission to follow.  Updates a)Border Agreement – None b)Trails – None c)Halfway House- Nothing definite d)Special Use Permits- Dick reported from County that 1 passed, 1 needs legal opinion  e)Revised County Private Sewage Ordinance- published and then to County Board.  Housekeeping- None

Police Deptmant – Justin Hall, Police Chief.  Report was submitted to the Board. The total miles 1026.6 and 108.6 gallons in fuel.  Hall worked the Birkie helping the city and county.
Old Business - None
New Business
Geist Road – Gedart motioned to authorized Chairman Homuth to work with attorney Ward Winton and prepare documents for an easement and/or a quit claim deed.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  
Landfill pay rate – Tabled until next month.  The Board was going to research this and wait to see what the government was going to do.  Bass Lake pays out $11.57 an hour.  Homuth mentioned to add reviewing the Health Saving Account funds at the next month’s agenda.

Operator’s Licenses – Donald Quaderer & Tina Schmock.  Justin Hall was going to look into Donald Quaderer’s license and Tina Schmock’s hasn’t come back yet.  Homuth motioned to approve both individual’s if everything comes back ok with Hall.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.

Approval of the vouchers – Gedart motioned to approve the vouchers. Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  
Budget review - No budget review was done due to the conversion of software at this time.  Chippewa Valley Bank needs to order special paper for the new checks.  O’Hare is still putting information from the old software into the new Quickbooks software.  O’Hare needs to learn how to print out a report that shows all the information to the board.  Homuth stated we should review next month on the agenda about getting a secured credit card for the Town Hall.
Adjournment - Homuth motioned to adjourn at 8:50 PM.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
