Monthly Board Meeting

May 10, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman Homuth.  Present were Supervisors Tiffany and Gedart, Clerk O’Hare and Treasurer Jalowitz.     

Gedart moved to approve the agenda as posted.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried. 
Tiffany motioned to approve the minutes as presented.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment – No one present.
Zoning - Variance - Thomas Connell et ux.  Part of Gov’t lot 3, S14, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel :3.6.  Volume 729 Records page 1. 0.71 acres total.  Property is zoned Residential/Recreational One.  Application is for the construction of an 8’ x 24’ addition onto an existing dwelling and the replacement of the roof over the entire dwelling at a setback distance of 44’ (with eaves) to the right-of-way of State Hwy. 77.  Currently, the dwelling is located 47’ from the right-a-way and 170’ from the centerline of the highway.  Also, the construction of a 16’ x 16’ addition meeting all required setbacks all at a cost exceeding 50% of the current estimated fair market value.  Variance is requested as Section 4.21(1), Sawyer County Zoning Ordinance, would require that the proposed addition must be a minimum of 66’ from the right-of-way to this highway and Section 10.21(2) requires the prior granting of a variance for non-conforming structures with the cost of construction exceeding 50% of the current estimated fair market value.  Homuth motioned to approve.  It would not be damaging to the rights of others or property values.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.

Rezone - Caleb Nelson et ux.  Lot 1, being part of the NE ¼ NW ¼, S32, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel 5.17 #010-841-32-2117.  Doc#332094; CSM Volume 28 page 18.  0.46 acres total.  Change from District Residential One to District Commercial One.  Purpose of request is for retail sales of fireworks, by the purchaser.  Gedart motion to approve the rezone.  Mr. Nelson was also given information at the Planning Commission meeting regarding the Overlay District Ordinance and the Driveway Ordinance. Mr. Nelson was informed to follow all Town Ordinances related to this redistricting.    It would not be damaging to the right of others or property values.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  Homuth stated that we will send out a letter on our letterhead requesting that the County not charge Mr. Nelson again for the redistricting.

Variance - David Kolstad et ux. Lot 1, being part of the NE ¼ NW ¼, S26, T 41N R 9W; Parcel 9.10.  Doc#363550. 0.46 total acres.  Property is zoned Residential/Recreational One.  Application is for the construction of a 12’ x 14’ porch addition onto an existing non-conforming structure with an attached deck located 37’ to the ordinary high water mark of Lake Hayward.  The proposed addition would be located 37’ to approximately 56’ from the ordinary high water mark.  Owners would remove an approximately 13’ x 18’ section of an existing concrete pad.  Variance is requested as Section 4.49(1), Sawyer County Zoning Ordinance, would require the prior granting of a variance for any structure located closer than 75’ to the ordinary high water mark. There were 7 letters with no objections.  Gedart motioned to approve.  It would not be damaging to the rights of others or property values.

Special Use application – Eric Fjelstad to build a home with a deck. Tiffany motioned to approve.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Crew Supervisor handed in a report to the Board.  Don will work on a letter with the road work that needs to be done with Lenroot Township and other Townships that might need road work done.  Awarding of the bids:  Pulverizing – Gedart motioned to award the bid to Monarch Paving Co.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  Hot Mix – Tiffany motioned to award the bid to Monarch Paving Co.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  Crack Sealing – Homuth motioned to award the bid to Long Asphalt Maintenance Co.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  Seal Coat – Gedart motioned to award the bid to Fahner Asphalt Sealers on the FA2 Copper Slag for $146, 962.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  Gedart motioned to adjust the single HSA contribution from the Town to $2000, and kept the family contribution at $4000.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  New tipping fees at the Transfer station went into effect April 27, 2011.  Docks are in and they opened up the boat landings.  Road inspection was completed by Jeff and Don.  A more thorough inspection will be completed after the majority of the road work is done and up to date with WISLR.  They are locating survey makers on Duffy Road.  They should hire a surveyor to locate and mark the R/W on both Duffy Road and Sunnyside Ave.  Some tree clearing and ditch construction will be necessary. Another area of concern is County Hill Road near Stonewood Road.  The culvert has come up through the asphalt.  They have to reset the culverts and do something different with the ditch design.  Excess Weight Limit signs have been taken down.  The posts will remain and possibly get repainted.  It is Don’s suggestion that they begin charging a fee for an excess weight permit in 2012 to cover the costs of the added patrol and inspection of propane tanks.  Don will present some numbers to the board at the next meeting.  Some consideration has gone into a man-lift basket for clearing tree limbs and a backhoe loader for ditching operations.  Don will present a cost benefit analysis of the driveway plowing operations of the last winter season for the board at the next meeting.  
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief handed in a report to the Board.  Training - Two members attended a recruitment & retention seminar in St. Croix Falls.  Two members attended a pipeline seminar in Shell Lake.  Monthly department training was a continuation with the DNR.  Familiarization with their apparatus, safety around dozer operations and fire shelter drills were addressed.  Also reviewed were some of the members training during the WITC Emergency Services.  Apparatus – Thirteen bid requests had been sent out.  All bids are due by COB on Thursday, May 12.  After review, recommendations will be sent to the Town Board for approval during the June Town meeting.  Miscellaneous – They conducted a membership appreciation dinner at the Waterfront on April 30.  
It was a very nice event overall.  Fire Protection Agreements – Clerk O’Hare stated they we are still waiting on Town of Stinnett, Washburn County’s agreement form and monies and just the monies from Town of Lenroot.  Gedart made a motion to send a letter to the Chairman of those two Townships regarding their late payment.  Gedart stated he was also going to call the Lenroot Chairman.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC Chairman (Minutes prepared by Rachel Thompson 5/10/2011,modified and issued 6/11/2011 by Dick Dewhurst). Caleb Nelson Rezone:  Lot 1, being part of the NE 1/4 NW 1/4, S32, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel 5.17  #010-841-32-2117.   0.46 acres total.  Change from District Residential/Recreational One to District Commercial One. Purpose of request is for retail sales of fireworks, by the purchaser.   Caleb was present to discuss rezone of his property. He had a buyer for this property but deal fell through but wants to continue with the rezone for future purpose. Dave makes a motion to recommend to town board for the approval of the rezone from RR1 to C-1 be subject to all existing town ordinances.  Seconded by Rex.  Motion carried.  Caleb was not present at Town meeting but Town Board approved subject to all Town ordinances. Caleb was not present at the County Zoning meeting and it was tabled due questions about intended use. Improper zoning of Caleb’s welding business was discussed at both the Town and Zoning meetings. Will be on agenda for July Planning meeting.  Park Committee:
Town Forest Long Range Plan & Maps- Deb presented short, long and existing range maps.  
Review Shelter Design- Kurt will present design at next month’s meeting Bicycle Trail Plan- Kurt & Deb have been unsuccessful on getting a hold of Roger Hoff. They will try to flag and sketch up the area that we would like to cross on the property and Jeff will meet with Roger in order to further this along.  Geist Rd Parking Update- waiting on legal counsel.  Forest Maintenance Update- on town board’s agenda for approval. Approved by Town Board.  Re-appointment of Commission Members:  Dave and Andy are up for re-election. Dave will continue another term; Andy was not present to comment but had indicated to Dick he would continue.  Appointments approved by Town Board.  Officer Elections:  Dave made a motion to nominate the same as before as Dick (Chair), Pat (Vice Chair) and Rachel(Secretary).  Seconded by Rex.  Motion carried.  Design Review: Dick would like a sub-committee formed and would like Dave T. to be in charge of it.  Updates: Border Agreement – none.  Peoples Bank Rezone- motion failed at county.  County Info: Halfway House- County proceeding to establish this facility. Not really sure where the location of this is going to be, but all indications are that it will not be on Greenwood Lane.  Revised County Private Sewage Ordinance – Approved by County Board.  Cell Tower Ordinance- Zoning and Conservation committee working on this.  New Shore Land Ordinance- Revised ordinance required to meet new State requirements. It will be a separate ordinance, currently part of the zoning ordinance.  Public hearing will be on July 15th.   Housekeeping:  Annual Meeting with Town Board- Dave recommends to town board to forgo this yearly meeting and that we make a modification that town board may have this meeting if they decide that it is needed.  Seconded by Pat.  Motion carried.  Note - The annual meeting requirement is part of the Comprehensive Plan and will probably require an addendum.  Homuth approved the elections and the appointments of the nominations.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
Police Department – Justin Hall, Police Chief handed in a report to the Board.  A total of 1022.8 miles and 81.58 gallons in fuel.  Hall mentioned that there have been multiple arrests with all the burglaries going on.  Hall asked the Board for approval for Ryan Clark to fill in for the grant.  He currently works at the County as a dispatcher and fills in driving squad cars.  Gedart motioned to utilize Ryan Clark for the SPIFIG grant.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.    
OLD BUSINESS
None.
NEW BUSINESS
Gedart motioned to approve the Lion’s Club renew for another 5 years for $300 a year for rent with the existing same terms.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
Homuth motion to approve the Lion’s Club permission to use the property across the road from the Sawyer County Fairgrounds.  They will be using this area to light off the fireworks.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
Tiffany motioned to approve the trail maintenance for the park for approximately $1500.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Gedart motioned to approve getting credit cards for Don Hamblin, Justin Hall, Shannon O’Hare, and Jeff Homuth for the purpose of purchasing supplies or attending classes for the Town through Chippewa Valley Bank.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried. 
Gedart motioned to approve the vouchers.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  

Homuth decided to table the Budget Review until the June meeting, due to the fact that the Clerk is still entering the information from the old software into the new QuickBooks Software.  Clerk had to meet with Deb Meyers one more time to finish up a few more things.  Also the audit report should be ready in June from Anderson, Hager, and Moe (AHM).  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.    
Homuth adjourned the meeting at 8:45 PM.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
