Monthly Board Meeting

October 11, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman Homuth.  Present were Supervisors Tiffany and Gedart, Clerk O’Hare (Treasurer Jalowitz was absent).     

Tiffany motioned to approve the agenda as posted.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried. 
Gedart motioned to approve the minutes as presented except for the highlighted area that needed corrections on the minutes Gedart handed O’Hare.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment – None.
Zoning – None.
Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Supervisor handed in a report to the Board.  Bob Dorm reclaimed the pit area for future park use and leveled a site for the pavilion and bathrooms.  They finished seeding down Duffy Road and Sunnyside Ave.  Painted all of the old sign posts and replaced and straightened about 50 signs. They installed a new clutch on the Fire Dept. Site Pump.  Cleaned and organized the sign shed and the pole shed.  Gary mowed the dump and they plan on making one final pass to knock down brush in the ditches after we get some rain.  Hamblin submitted the recycling grant and built a wood shed.  They replaced a driveway culvert on Gorud Road and cleaned up the ditches by Mr. Turnbull’s driveway.  Started ditching Peninsula Road and will be installing a culvert this week.  Tiffany commented that Geist Road needed new gravel because it is all washing out on the hill.  There was discussion about getting a snowplow for the red dodge pick up.  Hamblin was to get some quotes and some more information from the Town of Hunter.  Tiffany stated he wasn’t in favor of getting a plow on the old truck.  Homuth stated that a 5 yard doesn’t belong in a driveway.  Lots of discussion was about Dreamcatcher Road.  Hamblin spoke with the homeowner.  There are rocks on both sides close to the road, where can they put the snow after plowing, should they abandon the road.  After careful thinking they decided that Hamblin would send a letter to the homeowner stating all these items and let them know we don’t want to be liable if anything were to happen.
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief.   Training – Multiple skills training took place on Oct. 3.  The training included ladder deployment and roof rescue, scene size up, SCBA & TIC confidence course.  HazMat team training was on critical decisions for decon and set up a full decon, was conducted on Oct. 9.  Fire contracts – Stone Lake, Chicog, and Grand View fire departments are currently providing fire service.  Fee structures vary from fixed to charge per call.  Shamro is still waiting for copies of the contracts and fee structuring to review.  
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC Chairman (minutes prepared by PC committee member).  Park Committee:  Shelter – Kurt presented a preliminary draft which would be a 20x40 half open & half closed, gable ends.  First step, Kurt will contact Ken Disher w/ Xcel to get a bid for power. Discussion if Town could   save money by providing a pedestal.  Would like project completed as much as possible before winter begins.  Next step, Kurt will work with Don Hamblin on a contractor bid for concrete and requests for construction of shelter to be published in next week’s newspaper.  Dave makes a motion to recommend to the town board, that the Town contracts with Xcel Energy to supply power and pedestal to shelter site. Advertise for bids for description of shelter as drawn, for newspaper publication on October 19th, bids due by Wednesday, November 2nd.  Pick up plans at Vortanz Lumber and any questions can be answered by Kurt.  Seconded by Andy.  Motion carried.  Dick will contact Kurt with board’s decision.  Town Board approved contacting Xcel for power estimate with action scheduled for the Pre Budget meeting, advertize for construction bids but plans and specs must be picked up at the Town Hall and a general contractor responsible for all building phases, and bids are due November 3rd at the Town Hall. Pre Budget meeting - Town Board denied approval of Xcel $10,000 estimate – too expensive.  Bicycle Trail Plan – Dick S. has flagged and Jeff needs to meet with Roger Hoff.  Forest Maintenance Update – will cut once more during fall season.  Geist Rd Easements – none.  Rachel will check to see if there is a recorded easement with neighbors to the west of parking lot at recreational forest since Jeff wasn’t present to discuss. Town Board confirmed there is an easement for access to a storage building.  Crime Prevention Initiative - Peninsula Road – Discussions centered on the beach, boat landing, and added lighting at the beach and along Peninsula road. Hours of operation at the beach were questioned – specifically why 10pm closing in late summer? Paul Williams requested information on what State Statutes/DNR rules address lake access for the public. Eric Wellauer volunteered to contact the DNR representative.  Town – It was mentioned that any recommended changes that come as a result of this Initiative should be Town wide and not specific to the Peninsula. It was suggested to invite Sheriff Kelsey to our next meeting, and that we provide a list of items which we would like to discuss. Each member was requested to send a list of questions, concerns, and ideas to Dick by October 24th to be summarized and forwarded to Sheriff Kelsey prior to the meeting. Note from Dick - As of October 18th I have received items from 2 members.  Design Review:  None.   There was lots of discussion on the power out at the pavilion.  The cost could be up to $10,000.
Police Department – Justin Hall, Police Chief was absent due to vacation.  
OLD BUSINESS
Application for road name – Steve Bodenschatz.  The board decided to drop this matter because there has been a no show for three months with more information.
Comp Plan Amendment – Gedart motioned to approve the Comp Plan Amendment #3.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.  The Comp Plan Amendment will be signed at the special meeting on Tuesday, Oct. 18.  Tiffany motioned to approve the publication in the paper for the bids on the pavilion.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
NEW BUSINESS
Operator’s License – Gedart motioned to approve Keith Doughtery.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
Approve Vouchers – Gedart motioned to approve the vouchers.  Tiffany seconded.  Motioned carried.  
Budget review – Gedart motioned to transfer $6030 to computers and $5000 to recycling both from the contingency account.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried. Gedart motioned to approve the unaudited budget review as presented.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried.
Homuth adjourned the meeting at 8:30 PM.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
