Park Committee:

Town Forest Long Range Plan & Maps- 
Deb had Todd print out the color maps and she made changes to the long range plan, presented us with copies of each.  Curt made a motion to recommend to the Town Board for the approval of the map and long range plan and to publish in the paper for public input.  Seconded by Dave.  Motion carried.

Review Shelter Design- 
Kurt presented plans for the shelter followed by a discussion of various options.  The following is recommended:

            * 20’ by 40’ building – half open, half enclosed, roof over entire structure  
* 6 ft. opening between open and enclosed areas with 3 ft. double doors, gable roof, 2 windows w/shutters, wood siding, metal roof 

* Will decide bid procedure at August meeting
Other items discussed were:

* Need to look into if we can get a grant to pay and help with costs for shelter.

* Jeff said that a new law has passed that any projects over $25,000 within the Town require payment

 of “prevailing wages” as determined by the State. 
Bicycle Trail Plan- Kurt and Deb have not been able to get a hold of Roger Hoff, will try again this month
Geist Rd Parking Update- nothing new, still awaiting easements from Town lawyer
Forest Maintenance Update- approved at May Town meeting
Commercial Zone/Caleb Nelson:
 Caleb wasn’t present at the May Zoning meeting and request was tabled for lack of information. Dick informed the county that it was no longer for sale of fireworks but Caleb wanted to rezone for future commercial use.
Caleb was not present at June meeting and the request was denied.
Design Review:

Dave agreed that the design review could incorporate the overlay and building permit ordinances. What direction do we want to take with this? Would we need to hire someone part or full time in order to fulfill this? Jeff will email the Village of New Glarus; they have a Swiss Architectural Theme and may have verbiage and ideas for us to use.

Border Agreement – none
County Info:

Halfway House- county is looking at the old Super Sports Building on Hwy 63.
Round Lake Protective District- The Round Lake Property Association indicated to Kris Mayberry it may try to form a “Lake District” and take over responsibility for the Carlson Rd dam & bridge. A Lake District has taxing powers. Further research indicates it would take a petition signed by 51% of persons within the boundaries and there is not any requirement to include persons within a mile of the shore as previous stated.
Cell Tower Ordinance- zoning and conservation committee, no dates for public hearing
New Shore Land Ordinance- public hearing will be at the regular scheduled zoning meeting on July 15th, up to date version on county website
