October 11, 2010
Chair Dick Dewhurst called the meeting to order at 5:30PM.  Present were Rex Schultz, Curt Scherer, Dave Tworek, Pat Effertz, Tom Turngren, Andy Bonicatto and Rachel Thompson.  Others present; Dick Skogman and Kurt & Deb Proctor (Park Committee).

Rex moved to approve the agenda.  Seconded by Tom.  Motion carried.
Pat moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Andy. Motion carried.
Rules for Public Participation - Dick found where the Planning Commission approved a 5 minute limitation per person for public comments on the Rand Road sewer project back on April 5, 2005. Dick requested that we make this a general rule for all public comments plus add rules which are below. These are based on the procedure used at the County Zoning Committee meeting.

Tom made a motion to recommend to the Town Board that all public comments be restricted to a five minute limit per person.  Seconded by Rex.  Motion carried.

Pat made a motion to recommend to the Town Board that rules listed below written by Dick for the five minute limit per person be read out loud if public is present for comment on  not on the agenda.  Seconded by Andy.  Motion carried. (See rules below)


 This will be read at any meeting where members of the public are in attendance. Not required if only members of the Park Committee are in attendance.

“Those persons who are “property owners” in the Town of Hayward desiring to make comments under the Public Comments and Questions or Zoning items part of the agenda will be afforded the opportunity to do so.  Any others will be given the opportunity at the discretion of the majority of the Commission member in attendance.  As recognized by the Chairperson, that person will clearly state their full name and address before proceeding.  Orderly procedure requires that each person shall proceed without interruption by others. All comments will be addressed to the Commission and there will be no questions or arguments between individuals.  Audience members are welcome to attend the complete meeting but will not be allowed to interrupt discussions pertaining to other agenda items unless recognized by the Chairperson and then only if approved by the majority of the Commission members in attendance.” 

Note from Dick -The Town Board did not take any action on either of the above – I take that to mean we can adopt our own rules for procedures.

Cluster Developments: 

Dick attended the County’s Zoning & Conservation Committee on cluster developments and reviewed   the Town of Hayward’s Comprehensive Plan relating to cluster developments and questions the Town has regarding the County’s draft ordinance. The following letter was given to the County:

The Town of Hayward’s Comprehensive Plan designates certain areas as “Rural Preservation” and provides for an development option in the RP areas of no more than 8 lots per forty acres, minimum size of 3 acres with at least 30% of the area placed into a conservation or “non- development” easement.

Questions:

This is for single family homes only, why not duplexes/attached town homes?

How deeded – Association or what?

Are roads private or public - we would suggest all public

Can “Common Open Space” include “Common Facilities”?

Are all lots same size?
