Chair Dick Dewhurst called the meeting to order at 5:30PM.  Present were Rex Schultz, Curt Scherer, Dave Tworek, Pat Effertz, Andy Bonicatto and Rachel Thompson.  Others present; Matt Johnson (Bolton & Menk).

Pat moved to approve the agenda.  Seconded by Andy.  Motion carried.

Rex moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Pat. Motion carried.

Public Comments and questions: none
Park Committee: no one from park committee was present.

Rename – none

Linden Landing – Tim Seidel, the Sawyer County’s Assistant Conservationist, made a visit to the landing and reported that a retaining wall would need to be back five feet from the property line in order to have room to maintain it. He said filling in for additional parking area could be accomplished utilizing a 2 to1 slope from the property line. Town has posted additional “no parking” signs on Linden Rd north and south of the landing. In addition “Park off Payment” signs were posted where parking is allowed from the landing to Geist Road. The Pine Tree in the middle of the landing has been removed.
Town Forest Long Range Plan/Name – none

Halfway House on Greenwood Lane:

Background:

Pete Sanders of the Sawyer County Health & Human Services Department wants the County to purchase two lots across from the high school at 10333 and 10347 Greenwood Lane and convert the existing house and garage into a juvenile halfway house. Jon and Wanda Denzer owners of the next door property and other property owners in adjacent developments are strongly opposed to this.

No one from the public was present tonight to file a complaint.

It was brought to the Nov. 4th Health & Human Services Committee meeting and Sanders was told to look for alternate location.  Reportedly many of the public in opposition were present at the meeting.

Planning Commission concerns:

Would such a use be consistent with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan?  Currently one property is zoned R1 and the other property is part R1 and part Commercial but would change to totally R1 if sold per conditions placed on the rezone that took place in 2002.  Sawyer County R1 zoning “permitted” uses do not include halfway houses.  Depending on the classification it may fall under Conditional Use.

The Town Board is sending a letter to the Health & Human Services Committee stating the Town’s opposition to “halfway house” use of the property.
Airport – Bolton & Menk:

Present was Matthew Johnson, Aviation Project Engineer at Bolton & Menk which was hired by the Wisconsin Bureau of Aeronautics for the 2012 ILS Improvements Overview. He presented maps of all the changes to the airport and surrounding areas which included the relocation of Airport Road.  Curt made a motion to recommend to the Town Board that the Planning Commission does not object to the plans of Bolton & Menk.  Seconded by Dick.  Motion carried.
Design Review:

Dave Tworek brought copies of the design review ordinance adopted by Arbor Vitae in 1996.   Questions, and/or concerns were expressed about public participation, enforcement, appropriate standards, etc.  Dave T will contact Dave Berard and get his feedback on the best way to proceed.

Updates:

Rules for Public Participation –

Dick presented us with the final rules for public participation which include a 5 minute limit.

Border Agreement - none

Trails –

Curt was present at the last County Road B Bike Trail meeting last month. It was his impression that the current preferred route of the trail from Bender Rd to City limits will be along Cty B and not along Chippewa Trail.  He also stated there aren’t any definite plans at this time.
