Monthly Board Meeting

AUGUST 9, 2011
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairman Homuth.  Present were Supervisors Tiffany and Gedart, Clerk O’Hare and Treasurer Jalowitz.     

Gedart moved to approve the agenda as posted.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried. 
Gedart motioned to approve the minutes as presented except for the Police Dept. needed to be changed to Hall’s wife was injured.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.

Public Comment – A few comments were brought up about the Kwik Trip card, Hall’s cell phone, and O’Brien Hill Road.
Zoning - Conditional Use Application – Wesley A. Ramer et ux.  The NE ¼ SE ¼, S22, T 41N, R 8W; Parcel 13.1. Doc#254259. 40 acres.  Property is zoned Agricultural One and Forestry One.  Activity is to take place in the A-1 area.  Permit is desired for a shop for woodworking and for small engine repair, also boat storage rental; to be operated by family members in existing structure.  There were 10 letters of opinion received, seven with no objection, 1 with objection, and 2 N/A.  Homuth motioned to approve.  It would not be damaging to the rights of others or property values.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.
Road Report – Don Hamblin, Road Supervisor handed in a report to the Board.  They cleared trees and chipped brush for 16 of the 22 work days in the last month.  Two fire fighters help them for a week and a half to get caught up from all the storms, but now they have tree tops and limbs to clear out of the right-a-ways on 18 of our roads.  Lots of washouts that need to be worked on, they will do most of these while shouldering.  The road at the landfill was regraded and built up in some areas and the ditch was cut out to allow for better drainage.  Both culverts in the landfill road will need to be replaced soon.  Hamblin is discussing reclamation plans and future park plans with Curt Proctor and currently getting estimates to reclaim the area in the pit that recently crushed in.
Fire Department – Bob Shamro, Fire Chief was absent but handed in a report to the Board.  Shamro also wrote the board a letter stating that the fire department would like to request a Kwik Trip gas card.  Gedart motion to approve the credit card and it should remain at the store only.  Homuth seconded and stated if there is a problem, they will get rid of the account.  Carl Kozak commented that the fire department doesn’t want any other people besides our trained men at any of these scenes to help out.  There is a huge risk of possible injury.  He understands that people want to help out, but it’s for their safety and ours.  Tiffany inquired if the Town is getting enough reimbursement or compensation from Lenroot for our fire calls.  The board felt they need to revisit the cost of it and look at the capital outlay.  Homuth added the fire contract to next month’s agenda.  The stump damage to Engine 1 has been repaired by W.S. Darley.  
Planning Commission – Richard Dewhurst, PC Chairman (minutes prepared by PC committee member).  They didn’t hold a meeting so nothing to report.  Dewhurst stated that they want to publish the adoption of amendments to the Comprehensive Plan and have the hearing in October at the monthly town meeting.  Gedart motioned to approve.  Tiffany seconded.  Motion carried. 
Police Department – Justin Hall, Police Chief handed in a report to the Board.  Total of 1060.4 miles and 80 gallons of fuel used.  Hall stated that there have been burglaries on Peninsula road and he has met with the owners.  So far four arrests have been made.  The Board asked Hall to do a traffic count on O’Brien Hill Road.  Hall stated that for the overage on the cell phone minutes was because there was a death in the family and he used his work phone at that time.  He also stated that his circle of friends didn’t rollover.  Hall stated that he has already informed Clerk O’Hare to take $20 out of each pay check until a total of $112 was repaid to the town.  The board was fine with this plan of action.

Riverside Road Street light and Caution/slow children sign – Don Grant.  The Board stated that the road is already at 25 mph and children shouldn’t be there playing in the road.  There is liability issues with the children sign and in the past have been advised by their attorney not to do this.  Tiffany suggested that if they wanted a light, the residents in that area can pay for a light to be put in and the residents would pay for the expense.  Tiffany said himself and a few neighbors do that in his neighborhood and it works out nice.  It’s not very expensive either.  Tiffany denied the request for the street light and the caution/slow children sign.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Application for road name – Steve Bodenschatz.  Tiffany motioned to table until next month due to the lack of detail and information provided.  Gedart seconded.  Motion carried.  
Approve Vouchers – Gedart motioned to approve.  Tiffany seconded.  Motioned carried.  
Budget review – Tiffany motioned to approve Clerk O’Hare to transfer funds from the contingency fund #59010 to 51600 general building to cover the cost of the carpet $2760.00 & 51931 law enforcement insurance for  $1956.00 per the AHM audit it was coming out of the wring account.  Also fix the landfill testing account.  Shouldn’t have any wages and fica.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.  Homuth mentioned to the department to have their budgets done by September 20th, 2011.  
Gedart adjourned the meeting at 8:30 PM.  Homuth seconded.  Motion carried.
