September 12, 2011
Chair Dick Dewhurst called the meeting to order at 5:35PM.  Present were Tom Turngren, Pat Effertz, Andy Bonicatto and Rachel Thompson.  Others present; Jeff Homuth (Town Chairman), Dick Skogman, Kurt & Deb Proctor (Park Committee), Ken Maki (Public Safety/County Board), Jim Kron, Joe Ablan, Paul & Denise Williams (Town of Hayward residents).
Rules for Public Participation – Dick read rules out loud.
Pat moved to approve the agenda.  Seconded by Tom.  Motion carried.
Tom moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Pat. Motion carried.
Public Comments and questions:

Airport Hanger Expansion – Bureau of Aeronautics:


Not present - Talked to Kris Mayberry, evidently confusion on Link’s part as to who they need to contact – It’s the County’s responsibility. May need Town Board action for driveway permit depending on location. Also, may want to pour concrete during road ban.

Peninsula Rd Security Issues – 6:00 pm:

Paul & Denise Williams (10666N PENINSULA RD) were there to discuss a rash of burglaries that have been happening in their area for the past 8 months. Paul talked about experiences of the burglaries with his family and other neighbors and looking for support from county and town government with crime prevention.   Reviewed the August 13th meeting with Sheriff Kelsey and Deputy Kornbroke with approximately70 people, 40 properties owners plus other discussing what needs to and can be done. 
Paul feels that there are five areas that need to be looked at by the town. 
1. Patrol – increase patrol throughout the area

2. Surveillance – increase patrol or through traffic cameras, need cameras at beach or gated community

3. Road Lighting – lighting is a big crime deterrent

4. Neighborhood Watch – size of signs, Paul and neighbors have close contact with one another to keep everyone informed.
5. Beach – enforcement of alcohol, garbage, loitering and hours, camera, safety lighting, liability.
An outline of Paul’s presentation is attached as part of these minutes.

Jim Kron (10702N PENINSULA RD) was there to discuss the burglaries that happened at his home and wants to see increase in safety concerns for him and his family especially grandkids. 
Joe Ablan (10794N PENINSULA RD) expressed a need for crime prevention in their area, knows this is an ongoing problem throughout the county. All three homes have now been installed with alarm systems throughout their homes. 
Ken Maki spoke on behalf of Public Safety and asked Paul if he was satisfied how the County Sheriff’s departments have been handling this and what needs to be improved. Ken stated LCO Police and County work well together and help one another out with problems.
 Further discussion held after Peninsula residents left and as a result the Planning Commission passed the following:

 Ask the Town Board for their blessing for Planning Commission to establish a Crime Prevention Initiative. It would be a Town wide program to develop short & long term solutions and recommend the Board provide funding in next year’s budget. Motion by Andy & second by Tom.  Town Board gave OK to proceed.

Park Committee:

Shelter – Kurt discussed with us that the reclamation and road need to be done first. Don Hamblin has been working on it with Kurt and talked with a local contractor and will get an estimate in five days, it’s a large project and they might be the only ones that have the equipment. Next steps will be power and site plan. Kurt spoke with Ken Disher about an estimate but didn’t have the numbers with him. 
Bicycle Trail Plan – Needs to be flagged first and then Roger Hoff will help with the boundary lines.
Forest Maintenance Update – none
Linden Landing / Geist Rd parking update – Nothing new

Cell Tower Ordinance- moved to public hearing (no date has been scheduled?)
New Shore Land Ordinance- hearing update – public hearing, Sept 16, zoning
Proper zoning for Welding Shops/Caleb Nelson- county said will not change unless town wants to go ahead with it, needs to be commercial not residential for welding shop. Jeff will speak with Dale Olson from Zoning and see whether or not to go further with this.
